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OWL'S HEAD MOUNTAIN, 2000

On Friday. June 23. 2000, as the sun reached mendian height.
four curious and adventurous young Masons set forth to work in for-
cign countries. The adventure had more the flavor of a mission as their
initial goal was to return an artifact, once lost as the Word was lost. to
its rightful owner. The four were friends. and as all Masons should be.
as closc as Brothers. Good-natured banter and quick jokes were com-
bined with stories of past adventures and set the tone for what would
become a most eventful journey.

The cause of this 1500 kilometer trek had arisen two years before.
but when all the information was in. it was a journey rooted in history

In 1803 the Grand Lodge of Vermont warranted a Lodge that met
in buildings that straddled the international border between Derby
Line, Vermont and Stanstead, Quebec (at thal time known as Lower
Canada). Many Stanstead residents joined this Lodge giving it a truly
international flavor. The War of 1812, as wars ofien do. ruined the
harmony of this Lodge. and so the residents of Stanstead petitioned the
Provincial Grand Lodge of Lower Canada for a warrant for a new
Lodge to be named "Golden Rule Lodge".

This new Lodge functioned for many years as normal Lodges do.
working out of a normal Lodge Room in a normal building, but in
1857 they applied for a Grand Lodge dispensation to hold a meeting in
the "Natural Lodge Room" atop Owl's Head Mountain overlooking
Lake Memphremagog. Thus began an annual tradition that has been
continued for 143 ycars.

So how did our young adventurcrs come to be involved in a
meeting of such historical and Masonic signilicance? In exactly the
manner that most significant things happen. by accident.

As most of the Brethren know, Bethel Lodge #40 of Edmundston.
New Brunswick. went dark some six or seven ycars ago. Their furni-
ture, regalia and mementos were parceled out to the various Lodges in
the North without any log being kept ol where things went. Two ycars
ago. Grand Lodge asked me to find a document which had been lost
during this process, and which 1 might add remains unfound to this
day. The quest for this clusive document eventually led me to Tobique
Lodge #48. where W Bro. Danny MacLean helped me locate a small
pile of leftover memories from Bethel Lodge There were plaques. old
regalia. framed medals and jewels, the sad remainder of a Lodge that
had gotten 100 old and died.

In the middle of this pile of memories was a picture. black and
white. very old. depicting upwards of one hundred Masons (obvious
from their aprons). standing. sitting, or leaning agamnst a significant
rock face. Turming the picture over we found a letter. written in a
strong. [flowing
hand smlar to
calligraphy. It said
the piclure had
been taken in the
Natural Lodge
Room on top of
Owl's Head Moun-
tain at the annual
special meeting of
Golden  Rule
Lodge #3. in 1923 It also L\p[.nncd that the picture had been pre-
sented to Bethel Lodge in 1927 by V.W. Bro I.D McFadyen. a Past
Master of Golden Rule Lodge. /s a side note. it is interesting that this
wdividual went on afterwards to become a District Deputy Grand
Master, Deputy Grand Master and eventually Grand Master of The
(irand Lodge of Quebec

1 had heard of an international meeting on a mountain somewhere
but 1 certainly didn't know if this was the same one or not. W. Bro.
MacLean and 1 resolved at that moment. in the basement of Tobique
Lodge. with no witnesscs, that someday we would make the journey o
return this picture to Golden Rule Lodge. #5. 1f it still existed.

This journey took further shape when | mentioned to our DDGM.
R W. Bro. Wilmot Tompkins. that some day we were going to make
this trip. He quickly responded that he had skied at Owl's Head and
had a friend who lived there who was a Mason. He undertook to get
more information from his friend and report back. The response came
back from Quebec that R.W. Bro. Tom Herron, Past Junior Grand
Warden of the Grand Lodge of Quebec. not only knew about Golden
Rule Lodge but had participated in the open air meeting scveral times
himself. He would also be willing to be our host and guide if we
wished to attend this year

W. Bro. MacLean. at the carliest convenient time, petitioned for
and received permission from Tobique Lodge #48, to return this pic-
ture, inherited from Bethel Lodge #40. to its original owners. Golden
Rule Lodge #5. GRQ.

The word wenl out that the journcy was on and all who wished
were welcome and could join in. Many expressed a desire to go but in
the end only four met on the moming of June 23 and began the most
unique adventure of their Masonic careers; W. Bro. Danny MacLean.
R W.Bro. Wilmot Tompkins. Bro. Mark Ouellette and myself.

The journey itsell was handled by W. Bro. MacLean who did all
the driving, saving us innumecrable times from accidents as he negoti-
ated the busy summer highways of the Province of Quebee, R W. Bro.
Herron met us in Bolton. P.Q.. and exposed us Lo a level of hospitality
that was as unexpected as it was welcome. We were welcomed into his
house and his life like the long lost Brothers we were.

The moming of June 24 dawned as a beautiful. sunshiny morn-
ing. for which we were all grateful, since an outdoor meeting in the
rain tends to dampen the spirits (along with everything clsc). After a
leisurely brunch at the Owl's Head Golf Course. courtesy of our host
we were taken to the mountain. The new age Mason now ndes to the
top of the mountain on a ski tow (chair lift) but as we stood at the hot-
tom looking up. we could only marvel at the tenacity ol our forefa-
thers who had climbed this 2.350' mountain from the bottom. in full
suits. In the old days upwards ol two hundred Masons. ranging in age
up to eighty years old. chmbed this mountain for the noontime open-
ing of Golden Rule Lodge on the Saturday just before June 24th, the
day of Saint John the Bapust. Patron Saint of Freemasonry It is mter-
esting to note that the candidate for the day's work was charged with
carrying up the regalia and necessary furniture for the meeting. a fair
price for receiving s Master Mason Degree. Of course this 1s much
easter Lo do today than it was even 35 years ago when the walk began
at the bottom.

Al the top of the ski tow our host led off down a trail that was
well marked and wide. with other trails branching off left and right. |
turned to make a comment to R W. Bro. Tompkins and when 1 looked
forward again my guide was gone I Jooked to my lefi. nothing
Quickly I looked to my nght. still nothing. Suddenly 1 heard a voice,
"This way.” and I looked left and up M\ guide was already ten feet
above me and

All of a sudden. the ground flattened and solid rock was on each
side. We were walking through a crevice or cut in the rock. Rock walls
went up quickly on both sides of us with small trees clinging for hife
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on the sides of the rock. Looking up through the trees I could see Ma-
sons stationed there to watch our progress. We almost immediately
came upon the welcoming committee, a Tyler and two Secretaries. The

The Tyler — guarding against Cowans ascending or descending!

Tyler stepped forward and said, "You've made it up our trail. but can
you make it past me?" Still a bit out of breath and sweating. I won-
dered what he meant. He grabbed me by the hand and literally pulled
me to him and a light dawned in that dark tunncl of my mind. "He
wants the Grip and Word of a Master Mason".

Successfully passing the Tyler, we registered with the Sccretaries
and received our communication for the day's event. As [ printed my
name it occurred to me that now [ was a permanent part of the history
of this unique Lodge. Again my mind flashed back to the thousands of
Masons who had signed here before me.

Continuing on, the trail wound down. rocky and uneven. but eas-
ier 10 negotiate. Still those rock walls. left and right, but now voices
could be heard. Many voices.

We came out of the crevice. around a large boulder and there was

Lodgt. aprons, Lodge aprons and aprons that | couldn't identify as one
or the other. Accents. English. Scottish. French. North Eastern US.
all coming on the ears like a flood. Brotherhood, pure and undefiled.

We peered around like candidates first being brought to light.
Our host stood aside with 2 contented smile. knowing full well what
impact this place was having on our senses. Slowly we began to ex-
plore. The rocks rising to the South of the Lodge floor were no more

than twenty feet high so we climbed them. helped along by the Broth-

ers already perched
amongst them. On
reaching their edge
we beheld a world |
that dropped away
for over 2000 feet. &
to a view ol Lake
Memphremagog that S8
literally took the
breath away.
