Update of reading Interest:

“The Lost Jewel” a novel by Dan Brown appears to have
caused a great stir within the general and amongst some
members within the Masonic Fraternity. One must remember
“it is just a novel with a Masonic background” and based
partly on some actual historical events and should not be
taken in any other context.

One of the criticisms is the author is not a member of the
Fraternity thus how could any of his writings have any
creditability or present a knowledgeable perspective about
Masonry? To answer that question | would say one must
realize an outside perspective can be of just two concepts;
positive  informed\uninformed or negative informed/
uninformed.

The only way to read the books such as “The Da Vinci
Code”, “Angels and Demons” and “The lost Jewel” is with an
out mind in the context of them being entertaining novels
with a familiar theme. The popularity of these types on
novels with the general public may be of benefit to the
Fraternity by raising the interest in Freemasonry but let us
hope not with false expectations. All three books are great
reading and very good entertainment.
